When spring semester ends,
improvement projects on campus begin,
including renovations in the residence
halls.

Fox and Bare halls are receiving
new windows and upgraded electrical
systems to handle new heating and air
conditioning units in each room,
which also are being installed this sum-
mer. Each room will have its own tem-
perature control.

During the next three years, all resi-
dence halls will be equipped with new
heating and air conditioning units.

Soon, the UF Village will get nearly
3,000 square feet of new carpeting on
the first, second and third floors. New
student lounges will be created, com-
plete with new paint and furniture. The
fire alarm system also will be upgraded.

The cardio center, located in the

Koehler Complex, recently received
new windows behind the check-in
desk. The air conditioner also was
upgraded to accommodate the addi-
tional square footage that recently
was added.

The game room, located in the
Alumni Memorial Union, received a
facelift with new carpeting and paint.

Both the north and south entrances
to Old Main were treated to newly fin-
ished steps and new doors.

Additional parking spaces have been
added behind 300-342 Howard St.
Security was increased with additional
lighting and the removal of a property
in the middle of the lot, which will
allow for increased security surveillance.

At the western equestrian farm, a
large parking lot is being completed. The
lot will hold 50 cars during the week,

Dr. C. Richard Beckett Animal Science
Building, will be constructed on 80
acres of recently purchased farmland
adjacent to the western equestrian farm
on State Route 68.

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SUMMER CLASSES ON CAMPUS COMMENCE

The Summer Pre-Session began
May 5 with 324 students taking a vari-
ety of classes through May 30.

International student orientation
began May 28. Students from many
countries were introduced to campus
and faculty members within their areas
of study. Some students began studies
in the IELP (Intensive English
Language Program) to prepare for
classes this fall.

The Summer Session began June 2
and will end July 25. Summer
Weekend College will begin June 13
and will end July 27.

In addition to classroom work, stu-
dents are on campus doing summer
research. Jason Harsanye, a pharmacy
major, is working with Richard

Dudley, assistant professor of pharma-
ceutical sciences, to study the various
effects of toxins, or drugs, on parts of
human cells.

Harsanye is learning the proper way
to handle cells, proper sterilization
techniques and even how to use a fluo-
rescent microscope.

Different colored fluorescent dyes
are applied to different parts of a cell,
such as the cell nucleus and membrane.
After a toxin is applied to the cell,
Dudley and Harsanye use the fluores-
cent microscope to see if there were
any changes to any part of the cell.

According to Dudley, several stu-
dents are working on research projects
this summer.

When more than 3,000 square feet
of carpeting is replaced in the UF

peting will be rolled up and stored.
When the new carpeting is installed,

the old will be hauled away and recy-
cled, not thrown into a dump.

When the old asphalt was ground
off the parking lot behind Howard
Street and off the drive in front of Old
Main earlier this summer, those grind-
ings were taken to the western equestri-
an farm and used in the construction of
a new parking lot there.

As other projects are planned and
completed, Cobb and his staff will con-
tinue to look for other ways to reduce,
reuse and recycle.
