	 Charnes, a University trustee 
since 2008, earned a degree in 
marketing and went on to have a 
successful career in the oil in-

dustry. In retirement, 
he has committed his 
time and resources to 
making The University 
of Findlay a better place 
for students who are 
attending now.
	 After graduation, 
he began his career 
with Marathon Oil Co., 
where he was a manag-
er in a variety of assign-
ments for 22 years, and 

he retired in 2008 as vice president 
of marketing for Getty Petroleum 
Marketing Inc., a subsidiary of 
Lukoil Co. 
	 In 1985, Mr. Charnes was induct-
ed into The University of Findlay 
Athletic Hall of Fame for his 
achievements as a member of the 
men’s varsity basketball team and 
the men’s golf team, and in 2008, 
he was named a Distinguished 
Alumnus for his career accomplish-
ments and his involvement with his 
alma mater.
