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Student Recreation Center On Target for
Completion by Start of Fall Semester

Campus improvements are being
completed this summer in prepara-
tion for new and returning students
in August. Residence halls, student
houses and academic buildings are
receiving updates, upgrades and
general maintenance before the
fall semester begins.

The new student recreation
center, located in the Koehler Fit-
ness and Recreation Complex, is
on schedule to be completed by the
start of the fall semester.

A rock-climbing wall will be 20 feet
wide by 25 feet high and will include
a bouldering section. Up to five
people will be able to use the wall,
which will include beginner, medium
and expert levels, at one time.

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Student Continues Studies in Australia

Though students may not be
in classrooms on campus, many
are studying at home and abroad
during the summer.

Sarah Hodakievic, a native of
Chardon, Ohio, will return home
at the end of June from a semester
studying abroad at the James Cook
University in Cairns, Australia.

While there, she is completing
internships at the Balaclava Vet Hos-
pital and the Cairns Tropical Zoo.

“I' love getting to work with exotic
animals that are only found in this
part of the world,” said Hodakievic.
“I want to specialize in exotics with
my vet degree, and the experience
I am getting here is great. I am
learning a lot about the care of
many different animals and being
able to handle these animals.”

Hodakievic says she values the
experience she is receiving and
the knowledge she’s gaining from
well-known scientists working in
her field of study. She is looking

forward to
applying the
concepts she
learns there to
her studies and
work at home
in the U.S.

Of the many
differences
she has ex-
perienced in
Australia, Ho-
dakievic noted
“Australians
don’t seem to
stress about

their work,” said Hodakievic. “I am
very grateful that they have includ-
ed me in this work and allowed me
to work alongside them.”
Hodakievic will return to the
United States following one week of
exploring in New Zealand.

Students Study Frogs in Local Wetland

Several UF students, and some
other volunteers, have been spend-
ing their evenings — and sometimes
nights — catching frogs at a local wet-
land in the Findlay area under the
supervision of Terry Schwaner, Ph.D.,
dean of the College of Sciences,
and in the company of the wetland
owners, Jim and Karen Spurgat.

The “froggers” catch the amphib-
ians, which are at different stages
of development, record data such
as body length, and tag the frog
with a digital transponder — a small
glass cylinder that carries a unique
number, like a bar code, and is the
same tag veterinarians implant to
identify lost dogs and cats. If a tad-
pole is developed enough to have
legs with toes, a piece of one toe is
clipped for study at the laboratory.

The toe provides a fairly ac-
curate estimate of age. When cut

open, the toe bone
has rings, similar to
the rings inside a
tree trunk. As a toad
increases in age, the
number of rings also
increases — one ring
equals one year of
growth.

Discovering the
rings is a multi-step
process in the labora-
tory. First, using a
stereoscope, a tiny toe
is cleaned to reveal
the bone. Then, it is placed in
nitric acid, which de-mineralizes, or
softens, the bone so that it does not
crack when sliced apart. After the
de-mineralizing process is complete,
a section of the bone is cut from the
center and placed on a horizontal
freeze microtome, which shaves off

slices of the bone into pieces that
are merely microns in size.

Once the bone shavings are
collected in a small vial, they are
stained to make the rings more
visible and easily seen and photo-
graphed with a trinocular micro-
scope and attached digital camera.
