	· Scholarly or creative activity at the rate of one per year 
· A minimum level of quality.  
· Some evidence of long range planning.  
· No attempt to seek external funding.

	Excellent
	· Scholarly or creative activity at the rate of two per year.  
· Projects are completed as part of a long range plan.  
· No successful attempts at external funding.

	Extraordinary
	· Scholarly or creative activity at the rate of four per year.  
· Solid long range plans coming to fruition.  
· Publication in prestigious media. 
· Successful attempts at external funding.
